Thank you for your interest in the Perry Park Center Swimming Lesson Program! Private swimming lessons are a great
option to help students progress faster with one-on-one instruction & achieve specific goals in the water. All private

swim lessons are scheduled dependent on a combination of your availability, our instructors’ availability and our pool
schedule. Lessons are 30 minutes long and are $20 (additonal purchase of day pass or membership required) per 30 minute session.

REGISTRATION PROCESS:

Step 1: Complete the private swimming lesson request form & turn it in to the front desk or email it to the Aquatic
Supervisor at: amymoeckel@perryvillemo.gov

Step 2: Once we receive the form, we will do our best to match you up with an instructor that fits your needs and
preferred times as soon as possible.

Step 3: A call or text will be returned to you within 7-10 days to schedule time/day of your first lesson or notify you of a
waiting list status. All lessons are scheduled individually between participants and instructor.

Step 4: Please be prepared to purchase your swimming lesson session at the front desk upon arrival of each session. Do
not walk past the front desk without checking in. You must purchase a day pass or scan your membership card upon each visit.

Note: While we try to be as accommodating as possible, please understand that completion of this form does not
guarantee that a Swim Instructor is available during your requested days and times. Monday-Thursday 4:30-6:30p.m.
availability can sometimes be limited because it is such a highly desirable time. Spring availability also fills quickly due to
the high demand of instruction before summer. Please be prepared to be put on a waiting list until an instructor
becomes available.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

Bring: Swim wear and a towel. Depending on the child’s swim level and session goals, you might want to bring a pair
of swim goggles for each session. Flotation devices and toys are discouraged unless suggested specifically by the
instructor. Swim diapers are required for any child who is not yet potty trained. We can supply upon request.

Locker Rooms: Men's and Women’s Locker rooms are NOT co-ed. Family locker rooms are available for families
attending swimming lessons.

Cancelation Policy. You are required to give the instructor a minimum of 2 hours notice before missing a scheduled
lesson. Failing to give the instructor 2 or more hours cancellation/rescheduling notices may result in being charged that
lesson. If you arrive late to a lesson, the instructor will finish the remaining time of the scheduled lesson and is not
expected to teach beyond the scheduled time.

Frightful weather? We do follow a lightning policy and require a 30 min. closure following the last close bolt of lightning.
The instructor may contact you to cancel or give you the option to risk it if the weather is not promising. All cancellations
due to weather will be made-up with the instructor. If the pool closes in the middle of the session, he/she will add the
remaining class time on to future sessions.

Tips.: To maximize your swimming lessons and help your child feel more comfortable in the water, get them in a pool
environment outside of lessons. If possible, take them for casual swims or playtime in the water (or bath), allowing them
to explore at their own pace. Encourage them to splash, blow bubbles, kick their legs, and use their arms to propel
themselves. Creating that fun and positive relationship with the water is key to successful swimming lessons.
